Neck & Head: The head should be
small with large kindly eyes and sma
alert ears. It should be well set on a
good neck of medium length.

Shoulders: Good shoulders are most
important. They should be well laid
back and sloping, but not too fine at
the withers

Body: Of medium length and strong,
well ribbed up with a good depth of
girth giving plenty of heart room.

Loin & Hindquarters: Strang and
well covered with muscle. The hind
guarters should be of medium length
and neither level nor steeply sloping.
The tail is well set up.

Limbs: The hocks should be well let down
with plenty of length from hip to hock, clear
cut and with plenty fobone below the hock.
They should have a strong second thigh.
They should nbbe 'sickled' or 'covhocked'.
The forelegs should not be tiedat the

knee The forearm should be muscular and
relatively long and the knee fairly large and
flat at the fron.

The cannons should be short with ample
good, flat, flinty bone. The pasterns should
sloping but not too long. The feet should be
hard and well shaped.

Movement: Low and straight coming from
the shoulder with good hock action but
without exaggeratio.

General: The mane and tail should be full
and flowing. The Dartmoor is a very good
looking riding pony, sturdily built yet with
quality.

Saddles: Leather vs. Synthetic

Q: I am a new horse owner and
| am looking to purchase a
saddle. However, | am torn
between leather and synthetic.
Can youplease give me some
information to help me decide?

A: Leather is the traditional
covering for saddles. There are ma
different variations in colour, quality
finish, feel and price of leather
saddles and you will have to decide
based on all of the above if leather
right for you.

The benefits of leather are thayou
are able to purchase a good quality
saddle that is in new or neantgw
condition, it is likely to last a
lifetime and will also maintain it's
value should you decide to sell in ti
future. If something breaks or wear
out, it is usually worth repking.

The down side to leather is that it is
generally more expensive than
synthetic, is heavier to carry, and
requires regular cleaning and
conditioning.Synthetic saddles have
been on the market for a number o
years now and companies like
Wintec (for kample) are able to
produce a saddle that not only look
nice, but is also comfortable to ride
in, well balanced and venyght-

weight. The materials used vary from
company to company (and sometimes mode
to model), but reputable brandseusoft,
pliable materials that resemble leather or
suede and wear well. They are easily cleane
with a damp cloth and the nylon fittings are
very low-maintenance.

The downside to synthetics are that althoug|
they are often considerably cheaper to
purchag, they do not have the longevity of
good quality leather. Also, when something
significant wears out or breaks, it is often
more practical to replace the saddle than to
repair it.

Generally speaking, both leather and synthe
saddles will suit most tradr weekend riders.
The synthetics are lowost, lowmaintenance
and lightweight. However, they won't usually
hold up to the wear and tear of the serious,
time rider or trainer.

Regardless of what you choose, make sure
fits both you and your horsbuy the best
guality you can afford and look after it as we
as possible. Enjoy your time in the saddle!!

SCAM WARNING

Please note the following scam being used on
individuals.

This is not new however please ignore any emails
you receive from anyone offering or asking you to

1. Pay more for the item than is asked.

2. Claims to be sending you a bank draft, cashier
check, money order etc. with additional funds
included to pay foshipping, exchange rates etc.
(ex: your item is $250.00 and they send you
$1000.00)

3. Asks you to then cash the bank draft, but to
send extra funds back to them in a form of a bank
wire. Claiming they over paid for the item

It may take your bank 180 days to clear their
money order. In the mean time you have already
sent them back funds and when the bank notifies
you the money order was fake, your money is
already gone.

This is a type of PrePayment Scam that falls unde
the Nigerian Scams and has besgadiin one form
or the other for many years.

If it sounds 0o good to be true, it generally is.
